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This study adopted a comparative approach to examine the historical and ideological roots of
social resistance literature in Iran and India. Focusing on the works of Nima Yooshij and
Dattatreya Ramachandra Bendre, the study demonstrated how socio-political contexts and
systems of thought have influenced the formation of themes such as resistance, the pursuit of
justice, and aspirations for freedom. Despite their cultural differences, the two poets converge
in their struggle against oppression, their advocacy of social justice, and their articulation of
the suffering of marginalized groups. Nima, through modern Persian poetry, and Bendre,
through his distinctive poetic style, contributed significantly to the enhancement of social and
political consciousness. In this qualitative analysis, literary texts were first examined, and key
themes were extracted; subsequently, the literary styles of each poet were analyzed; and
finally, the social impact of their poetry on public awareness and social mobilization was
assessed. An examination of historical documents and literary texts indicated that shared
experiences of colonialism, despotism, and inequality inspired the creation of works that,
while reflecting the afflictions of the oppressed, promoted critical consciousness and cultural
resistance. The findings elucidated both the commonalities and differences of resistance
literature in Iranian and Indian cultures and underscored the central role of poetry in shaping
collective identity and fostering cultural resistance against domination. Moreover, this study
provided a foundation for interdisciplinary research in the sociology of literature, intellectual

history, and postcolonial studies.
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1. Introduction

Social resistance literature constitutes a crucial vehicle for cultivating socio-political consciousness
and mobilizing collective action in marginalized communities. Unlike national or political
resistance literature, which often emphasizes constructing collective national identity or direct
confrontation with political regimes, social resistance literature foregrounds everyday lived
experiences shaped by social inequalities, class oppression, and cultural suppression. This literary
form operates on a sociological level, engaging with cultural and social structures to articulate the
pains and aspirations of disenfranchised groups. In the contexts of Iran and India, the literature of
resistance emerges both as a reflection of and response to colonialism, despotism, and systemic
inequality, thus serving as an intellectual framework for social movements. Situated at the
intersection of literary sociology, intellectual history, and post-capitalist theory, this study
investigated how Nima Yooshij and Dattatreya Ramachandra Bendre have articulated these
concerns in their poetry through distinct stylistic and linguistic innovations.

2. Method

The present study utilized a qualitative, interdisciplinary comparative methodology. Through close
textual analysis of selected poems by Nima Yooshij and Dattatreya Ramachandra Bendre,
combined with a thorough examination of contemporaneous historical documents and socio-
political narratives, this study undertook a thematic exploration of motifs such as resistance,
freedom, social justice, and systemic critique. This was coupled with stylistic and semiotic analysis
to decode the poets’ use of symbols, metaphors, and structural innovations. The research design
integrated critical frameworks including critical theory (with emphasis on power structures and
social injustice), humanism (focusing on ethical and human rights dimensions), postcolonial
studies (addressing the effects of colonialism and cultural domination), and literary stylistics and
semiotics, further supported by insights from psychoanalytic and cultural studies to capture the
multilayered nature of resistance literature in these two settings.

3. Results

The comparative analysis revealed that, despite profound thematic and functional overlaps, there
exist significant culturally and historically inflected divergences. Both Yooshij and Bendre have
articulated the struggles against political and social oppression powerfully, calling for justice and
freedom, often voicing the experiences of marginalized populations such as workers, peasants, and
oppressed minorities. However, their poetic methods and ideological emphases differ in ways
reflective of their respective milieus.
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In Pahlavi-era Iran, Nima Yooshij innovated by breaking classical poetic conventions and
employing modernist structures and organic symbolism (such as the phoenix in his poem
“Phoenix™”) to evoke themes of renewal, resistance, and latent hope amidst socio-political
repression. His poetry often adopts a critical, somber tone that highlights structural inequality and
the plight of ordinary people. Nima’s works contributed significantly to the modernization of
Persian poetry, providing a novel linguistic and conceptual space for political critique and cultural
resistance.

Conversely, Bendre’s works, emerging from the colonial and postcolonial struggles of India,
utilize a comparatively more accessible and emotive style inspired by indigenous folk traditions
and the vernacular. His poems encapsulate the collective aspirations for liberation from British
colonial rule and caste discrimination, foregrounding themes of active resistance, hope, and the
valorization of cultural heritage. Bendre’s vivid imagery, such as breaking chains and enduring
flames, functions as a rallying cry for social justice movements and fostering communal solidarity.
Unlike Nima’s often introspective critique, Bendre’s poetry embraces a positive, optimistic vision
that encourages social action and renewal, intertwining environmental awareness as a metaphor for
social liberation.

Both poets strategically employ symbolism and metaphor to deepen the resonance of their
messages, using poetic language as an instrument for social pedagogy and mobilization. Their
works, while rooted in differing cultural and historical contexts, converge in positioning poetry as
a transformative medium for socio-political intervention and cultural identity formation.

4. Conclusions

The study affirmed that social resistance literature, as exemplified by the oeuvre of Nima Y ooshij
and Dattatreya Ramachandra Bendre, transcends national and linguistic boundaries to articulate
universal human struggles against injustice. Despite variations in style, language, and historical
context, both poets share a commitment to exposing structural oppression and envisioning
equitable futures, thereby playing pivotal roles in their societies’ cultural and political
consciousness-raising. This study underscored the indispensable role of poetry not merely as
artistic expression but as a potent catalyst for social change, resistance, and collective identity
construction.

This comparative study advanced interdisciplinary dialogues in literary sociology, postcolonial
studies, and intellectual history, offering new perspectives on how literature functions as an agent
of resistance across diverse cultures. It also opened avenues for further exploration into the
dynamic relationships between literature, social movements, and cultural resilience in Asia and
beyond.
